Active Directory Domain Rename Tools

Description

Microsoft® Windows® Server 2003 Server, Microsoft® Windows® Server 2003 Enterprise Edition, and Microsoft® Windows® Server 2003 Datacenter Edition provide the capability to rename domains in an Active Directory™ forest after the forest structure is in place. This functionality is not available in Microsoft® Windows® 2000 Server family. This folder contains the tools necessary to rename domains in an existing forest.

Tool Requirements

Known Issues

Domain rename does not work in a forest with Exchange 2000

Domain rename is not yet supported in a forest in which Exchange 2000 servers are deployed. The domain rename tool will detect and report an error if Exchange 2000 servers are deployed in the forest in which the domain rename operation is being carried out.
